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Concept and Program for Teaching Seminar 
Distinct from other memorials of comparable size and scope, The Vienna Project education program will be developed as an integral component of the overall memorial design. Dedicated to deepening public understanding of National Socialism and the Holocaust, educational programming will create new opportunities for personal connections to this period of history. See web site for information about the Vienna Project at www.theviennaproject.org
In the morning workshop, a series of speakers will present topics related to public memory and memorialization, Holocaust and Human Rights education, highlighting contemporary strategies for engaging today’s youth with memory.  The Vienna Project will be featured as a 21st century model of memorialization. Organized as a social action project representing multiple victim groups, the unique design of The Vienna Project will be used to illustrate a number of key points central to The European Union Agency for Fundamental Rights (FRA) pedagogical framework. The morning program will also include presentations by educators from three institutions: the Jewish Museum, verein Gedenkdienst, and Erinnern.AT who will discuss best-practices regarding Holocaust education at their respective institutions.  

The afternoon workshop will focus on educational opportunities within The Vienna Project, connected specifically to the Sidewalk Installation program. We will begin with a short discussion about the 38 sites and the smartphone app, noting implications for curriculum development. The afternoon workshop will consist of short presentations about three different education programs: the thematic tour program, digital audio interviews, and performance art program. 

The memorial project begins at the Odeon Theater with the question “What happens when we forget to remember?” and concludes with the names of 90,000+ victims projected onto the Flaktürme tower in the Augarten. The education program is situated between these two events. The program creates an active and critical space for today’s youth to engage with the past as they envision a more just and tolerant future.

The Teaching Seminar I, focused on invigorating Holocaust classroom curricula with new material  regarding public memory and Human Rights education, will pursue the following goals:
· Establish a relationship between the memorial project located in the public realm and Holocaust curriculum in the classroom

· Introduce Human Rights education and the European Agency for Human Rights (FRA) Toolkit and Handbook for teachers

· Present educational programming linked to the 38 addresses representing the different victim groups; introduce the smartphone app linked to the sites as a digital tool for curriculum development

· Provide an overview of the thematic tour program presenting the 38 addresses, modified to meet the needs of different age groups with implications for curricula development

· Outline opportunities for students to be involved in the fabrication of the memorial project through the audio interview program and performance art

· Introduce teachers to digital audio interviewing technologies
